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Message from the TIM Division Chair
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TIM Division Chair Keld Laursen

Dear TIM members,

I hope this finds you enjoying a happy and productive 2017. As some of you may know, 
the TIM Division was formed in 1987, so this implies that the division has its 30th 
anniversary at the AoM Annual Meeting to be held in Atlanta this year — this calls for 
celebrations! We plan to celebrate the anniversary at the TIM Research Networking 
event (for details, see below). We would like to invite you to join the celebration. At 
the event, we plan to mark the anniversary in various ways. Among other happenings 
the division’s second chair, Phil H. B. More will say some words about the division and 
its formation in the late 1980s. We very much hope that you will join the TIM 
Executive Committee, past chairs, and other members of the division in celebrating 
the division’s roots, accomplishments and very bright future! 

The proposed changes to the division’s bylaws by the TIM Executive were approved by 
the members of the division at the beginning of the year through an electronic vote. 
Our final participation was 11% of members voting (historically, the participation rate 
has ranged between 6-12%), and all issues passed with majority approval — far above 
the required 2/3 majority for each of the four major issues. The most significant 
changes affecting our election procedures include composition of the Nominating 
Committee, tenure of elective office, and new procedures for filling positions that 
become vacant between elections. The TIM Executive Committee is convinced that 
these changes will help strengthen the governance of the division in the years to 
come. Additional changes to the bylaws reflected minor alterations meant to clarify 
committee structure, while also generally updating language and practices to align 
with current Academy of Management recommendations and standards. Thanks to 
those of you who took part in the vote.

For the 2017 Meeting, the TIM division has an exciting program lined up, and we look 
forward to a productive and engaging few days full of lively discussion and debate. I 
would like to thank all of those who have worked very hard to put the program 
together. In particular, thanks to Corey Phelps, PDW Chair, who has arranged a 
fantastic set of pre-conference workshops, and Stefano Brusoni, Program Chair, who 
with the help of Lourdes Sosa and Emily Cox Pahnke has organized an incredible set of 
symposia and paper sessions. Most of all, thanks to all of you for contributing to the 
program by submitting your research to TIM and helping to review. Later sections of 
this newsletter provide details on the conference program. I would, however like to 
highlight a few sessions:

Website: The TIM Website (http://www.aomtim.org/) has had a lot of useful content over the 
years, but could have been more user-friendly, especially when judged by 2017-standards. 
Llewellyn Thomas has led the work in revamping the website so that it, in our view, has 
become more logical in structure, and also more attractive in terms of the aesthetics. 
Pertaining to the latter, as well, the TIM Division got a new and more present-day logo. 
Thanks also to Llewellyn for having orchestrated the pertinent crowdsourcing process that led 
to the design and adoption of the new logo. The website with the new looks went live in 
April. We very much hope that you like the result! In terms of content, Jeff Furman has led an 
effort to provide TIM-related teaching material on our website in terms of syllabi etc. Have a 
look at the TIM website to find inspiration for the syllabus of your next innovation course! 

Social Media: Thanks to Sam MacAulay for maintaining our Facebook and Twitter activities 
over the past year. The mid-year meeting reviewed progress and agreed to make increased 
use of these channels to interact with members and share TIM news, especially in the lead-up 
to our annual conference. We agreed also to use the Mail Chimp (e-mail) service to 
communicate more frequently with our membership.
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Sponsorship: For the first time, we have produced a detailed account of our TIM sponsorship 
opportunities, and in addition managed to make new sponsorship agreements with a number 
of sponsors, including Copenhagen Business School (sponsoring the TIM Doctoral 
Consortium), Cornell University (sponsoring the TIM Social), The Lazaridis Institute, Wilfrid 
Laurier University, Waterloo, Canada (sponsoring the TIM Lazaridis Institute Breakfast), and 
Wiley (sponsoring TIM Wiley Distinguished Scholar Luncheon). Most of the sponsorship 
agreements cover multiple years. With an increased level of activity within the division, we 
are very dependent on these sponsorships. I would like to take the opportunity to thank all of 
our sponsors for their generous support of our activities to take place this year in Atlanta.    

In closing, I particularly wish to thank Mary Tripsas for her five years of service as an officer of 
the division, including her current role as Past Division Chair. Mary has filled out the various 
roles within the division with an enormous amount of energy, creativity and dedication. Her 
sense of “going in the right direction” has been a great source of inspiration for all of us who 
have had the pleasure of working with her.

He 
focuses on how firms organize for innovation and manage technological and 
industry-level changes.  His work has been published in the Academy of 
Management Journal, Organization Science, Research Policy, and Strategic 
Management Journal.  He is currently serving as a member of the editorial board for 
the Academy of Management Journal, Organization Science, Strategic Management 
Journal, and Strategy Science.  In 2011, Rahul was awarded the inaugural Academy 
of Management (TIM Division) Past Chairs Emerging Scholar Award.  A regular 
contributor to the Academy of Management Meetings, he has served the TIM 
Division as a Representative-at-Large, PDW organizer, panelist, reviewer, and 
presenter.  Rahul also managed the TIM best paper and best student paper awards 
for the 2013 and 2014 AOM Meetings.  In addition to his contributions to the TIM 
division, he has been co-organizing the annual Wharton Technology and Innovation 
Conference since 2010.

Bios of the newly elected representatives-at-large:

Gino Cattani (PhD, Wharton)is Associate Professor of Strategy and Organizations at 
the Stern School of Business, New York University. His research focuses primarily on 
firm heterogeneity, technological change, and micro-determinants of industry 
dynamics, and recently on the social-structural determinants creativity. His research 
has been publishedin American Sociological Review, Administrative Science 
Quarterly, Strategic Management Journal, Research Policy, Strategy Science, 
Industrial and Corporate Change, and Organization Science, where he is also Senior 
Deputy Editor. He has been an active member of the Academy since 1999 and has 
served as reviewer, presenter, discussant, and session chair at AOM annual meetings. 
He is involved in organizing events (e.g., AOM symposia) whose primary goal is to 
stimulate debate and dialogue on topics that address new interesting research 
questions in the field of strategy and organization theory. He was a panelist at the 
2007 BPS doctoral consortium. He was also a finalist at the 2003 INFORMS 
Organization Science Dissertation Proposal Competition and his job talk paper won 
the 2004 Best Doctoral Student paper Award at the BPS Division. He also won the 
2012 Richard Nelson Award Price.

Nathan Furr (PhD, Stanford University) is an Assistant Professor of Strategy at 
INSEAD, where he teaches innovation and technology strategy. In addition to a PhD, 
Nathan holds BA, MA and MBA degrees from Brigham Young University. He has held 
permanent or visiting positions at INSEAD, ESSEC, and BYU.
Nathan’s research focuses on innovation and technology strategy, particularly how 
new and established firms adapt to technology change and enter new markets. 
Published papers include explorations of how to capture new opportunities, how to 
balance the need for execution and flexibility, how firms develop innovative business 
models, the determinants of success for firms changing industries, and the impact of 
learning on new market success. His research has been published in leading journals, 
such asStrategic Management Journal,Organization Science,and Strategic 
Entrepreneurship Journal. He has received various awards, including the Best 
Dissertation Award from both the Technology & Innovation Management Division 
and the Entrepreneurship Division of the Academy of Management, as well as Best 
Paper Awards or finalist distinctions from the Business and Public Policy Division of 
the Academy of Management, the Kauffman Foundation, the Sloan Foundation, and 
other recognized academic institutions.

Daniella Laureiro Martinez (PhD, Bocconi) studies the cognitive and neuropsychological 
antecedents of strategy and innovation. She combines neurosciences and psychology to 
understand creativity, decision-making, learning and problem solving in managers, 
entrepreneurs and innovative leaders. Prior to entering academia, she worked as a researcher 
and a businesses and government consultant in Latin America.Currently, Daniella works in 
the Department of Management, Technology and Economics at ETH Zurich. She is also 
Adjunct Professor at the School of Management, Universidad de los Andes in Bogota, 
Colombia. Daniella teaches managerial cognition, innovation and creativity, and methods 
courses at the Masters, Executive and PhD levels. Her publications have appeared in the 
Strategic Management Journal,Organization Science,Journal of Business Venturing Insights, 
the Journal of Neuroscience, Psychology and Economics,Frontiers in Human 
NeuroscienceandFrontiers in Psychology. She is Representative at Large for the Behavioral 
Strategy Interest Group of the Strategic Management Society, part of the Editorial Board of 
the Strategic Management Journal and looks forward to serving the TIM division.​

Myriam Mariani (PhD, Polytechnic University, Italy) is Associate Professor of Economic Policy 
at Bocconi University, Milan. She is the director of the Master of Science Program EMIT 
(Economics and Management of Innovation and Technology). She completed a two-year post-
doc Marie Curie fellowship at MERIT (Maastricht Economic Research Institute on Innovation 
and Technology) and has been a Visiting Scholar at Carnegie Mellon University, SIEPR Stanford 
University, and Boston University. In the past few years, she participated as speaker and 
mentor in the TIM Junior Faculty Consortium. Myriam’s research interests are in (1) the 
mechanisms of knowledge spillovers between individuals and firms in innovation, with a 
focus on the factors that make the role of geographical proximity disappear; (2) drivers of 
income and productivity differences among knowledge workers (with specific reference to 
gender inequalities). Myriam’s recent research has appeared in Management Science, 
Organization Science, Strategic Management Journal, Research Policy and the Review of 
Economics and Statistics.

Renee Rottner (PhD, UC Irvine) is an Assistant Professor in the Technology Management 
Program at the College of Engineering, University of California - Santa Barbara.  Prior to 
joining UCSB, she was on the faculty at NYU Stern. Her research focuses on innovation, 
particularly how people mobilize resources and alter institutions to develop new ideas and 
firms.

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Greetings from the TIM Division Program Chairs 2017! 

We are excited about the topical and international program ahead of us at the Atlanta meeting. 
This year the TIM Division received 561 program submissions in total (521 papers and 40 
symposia). 841 reviewers signed up and together provided 1871 reviews. Thank you to all 
submitters and reviewers! We truly depend on you and appreciate all your help and 
contributions. We particularly appreciate our reviewers’ time and dedication to providing a 
large number of constructive and helpful reviews. The submitted papers range from traditional 
TIM topics such as collaborative and open innovation strategies, organizational learning, search 
strategies and university-industry interactions to rising topics such as social innovation, 
innovation in emerging markets and design thinking. Much of TIM research tends to be 
quantitative but many scholars also utilize qualitative and conceptual methods: about 67 
percent of the papers used quantitative data and methods, 22 percent were qualitative, and 
the remaining 11 percent were conceptual. 
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TIM is extremely international. Submitters hail 
from 365 universities in 39 countries. Our 
geographic reach is expanding dramatically. The 
United States remains the largest submitter 
country (122 submissions), but we also received 
large numbers of submissions from China (41), the 
United Kingdom (40), and Germany (45), followed 
by Taiwan (28), the Netherlands (27) and Italy (27). 
Figure 1 displays the origins of submissions across 
large geographical regions. European scholars 
submitted the most papers (48%), followed by 
North America and Asia (25% and 22% 
respectively).

Based on the overall submission numbers to all 
divisions and the available conference space, we 
were able to accept a total of 316 papers –keeping 
our acceptance rate at around 60 percent. 192 of 
these are in the regular Division Paper sessions, 96 
papers are in Conversation sessions, and 28 papers 
are part of the Discussion sessions.

TIM Conversations was a program innovation in 2016 that is being continued this year. Our goal is to 
enhance the quality of scholarly exchange and feedback, and to this end we have assigned 
experienced TIM scholars as discussants in Conversation sessions to encourage thoughtful debate 
and interaction among the session presenters and participants. The Sunday Discussion sessions also 
have an experienced scholar as Chair leading the discussion, whereas traditional paper sessions have 
one of the speakers acting as Chair. In both Discussion and TIM Conversation sessions, each paper 
presenter will also be asked to comment on one other paper in that session, further enhancing the 
feedback and the exchange of ideas. This format was very successful last year, and we hope it will 
continue to work to the benefit of all our members.

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Once again this year, the TIM program has been organized into tracks. The tracks enable conference 
attendees to follow their favorite topic of interest throughout the Monday and Tuesday of the main 
conference. Each paper session has been allocated into one of twelve tracks: 

Track A: Adaptation and Change (10 sessions)
Track B: Ecosystems and Platforms (4 sessions)
Track C: Human Aspects of Innovation (4 sessions) 
Track D: Innovation and Entrepreneurship (5 sessions) 
Track E: Innovation & Society (3 sessions) 
Track F: Interfirm Strategies and Innovation (4 sessions) 
Track G: Innovation at the Interface (7 sessions) 
Track H: Innovation, Strategy, Competition (10 sessions) 
Track I: Intellectual Property Rights (3 sessions) 
Track J: New Product Development (10 sessions) 
Track K: Open Innovation (4 sessions) 
Track L: Organizational Innovation, Learning and Search (8 sessions)

This year we were able to include 34 symposia of which TIM was the primary division for 12. The TIM-
led symposia deal with topics such as architectural innovation; platforms, communities and crowds; 
recombination in teams; and scientific organization and production. Three showcase symposia address 
particularly novel and important issues: the evolution of system architectures, the interplay between 
work and technology, and crowds as interstitial spaces.

The 2017 TIM Plenary session will discuss an issue of the greatest policy and managerial relevance: are 
firms spending less in basic research? Is this a general trend or a US specific one? And is it a problem or 
just the outcome of a normal specialization pattern?  Ashish Arora, Paul Nightingale and Rosemarie 
Ziedonis will explore these questions, moderated by Alfonso Gambardella.

TIM Distinguished Scholar Luncheon

This year TIM honors Wesley Cohen as the 2017 recipient of the Wiley TIM Distinguished Scholar 
Award.  Wesley Cohen is Professor of Economics and Management and the Frederick C. Joerg 
Distinguished Professor of Business Administration in the Fuqua School of Business, Duke 
University. He also holds secondary appointments in Duke’s Department of Economics and 
School of Law, is a Research Associate of the National Bureau of Economic Research, and serves 
as the Faculty Director of the Fuqua School’s Center for Entrepreneurship and Innovation. Before 
coming to Duke in 2002, Professor Cohen taught at Carnegie Mellon University for 20 years. 

Professor Cohen has examined the determinants of innovative activity and performance, 
considering the roles of firm size, market structure, firm learning, knowledge flows, university 
research and the means that firms use to protect their intellectual property, with a particular 
focus on patents. Most recently, he has conducted research on the “division of innovative labor,” 
investigating the ties across firms, and between firms other institutions that influence innovative 
performance. 

He has published widely in scholarly journals, including the American Economic Review, the 
Economic Journal, Administrative Science Quarterly, Management Science, the Review of 
Economics and Statistics, Science, and the Strategic Management Journal, and has received 
funding from the National Science Foundation, the Kauffman Foundation, the Sloan Foundation, 
the National Institutes of Health, the Ford Foundation, among others. He served for five years as 
a Main Editor for Research Policy and served on the National Academies’ Committee on 
Intellectual Property Rights in the Knowledge-Based Economy, the National Academies' Panel on 
Research and Development Statistics at the National Science Foundation, and, most recently, the 
National Academies’ Committee on the Management of University Intellectual Property. He was 
named to the World Economic Forum’s “Global Innovation 100” in 2008. 

Professor Cohen teaches courses on the economics of technological change, industrial 
organization economics, policy analysis, corporate strategy, entrepreneurship, technology 
strategy and the management of intellectual capital.
